Student will be accompanied by Parents and Sponsor as He or She enters mass and during mass.

Mass will start promptly at 11:00 a.m. EACH OF THESE 3 SUNDAYS.

= Parents will wait inside the church until Mass is finished.

= Church appropriate attire is required for Student and Sponsors.

REHEARSAL FOR SACRAMENTS RECEPTION — TUESDAY, APRIL 2NP at 5:30 in PARISH HALL

= Sponsor must sing-in student by 5:30 p.m. in the parish hall. Parent will wait for Student inside the church
until rehearsal is over at approximately 7:30 p.m.
